Architecture and Structural Arts -
Invention and Application

lst YEAR / 1st SEMESTER

This course familiarizes incoming students with the
issue of structure as a fundamental architectural
reference of diagrammatic character that covers
spatial, static, functional and conceptual
requirements. It also introduces design tools and
construction techniques as elements encountered

in every aspect of architectural creation, from
the conception phase through to implementation.
These are combined with key parameters relating

to the loading and dynamic behaviour of structural
structures. The spatial footprint of statically
capable structures is examined through a series

of studio exercises and lectures aimed at
enriching experience and establishing a profound
understanding of structure. The properties of

the examined structures are revealed through
appropriately devised exercises and examples.

The development of thinking through feedback,

or the ability to analytically study and manage
the technical and behavioural parameters of a
structure through dynamic simulation models and
study drawings emerges as a highly critical skill.
The ability to modify and implement various
structures of the projects being studied underlines
the fundamental role of structure in general as

it applies in architecture, satisfying the main
educational objective of the course.

History of Architecture 1

Christos Kritikos

lst YEAR / 1st SEMESTER

This course consists of an introduction to the
history of architecture. It briefly examines key
terms in architecture’s history as they have
evolved in space and over time and presents a
concise chronology of art and architecture from
the 19th century to the modern era. In addition,
the course focuses on the main changes that
occurred historically during the 20th century
through the post-war period. In the field of
architecture, it briefly traces the development of
architecture and its styles in the above period.
In particular, it begins with an overview of
architecture in the 18th and 19th centuries, moves
on to the emergence of modern architecture of

the early 20th century in Europe and the United
States, then discusses secessions and independent
“Salons” as a means of emancipation for artists,
also the tendencies to break away from the European
continuum, as well as the birth of modern art,
avant-garde modernist movements, and the art of the
interwar period, in relation to similar phenomena
in architecture and the works that marked these
epochs. The topics are approached comparatively,
in an effort to develop a concise picture of
architecture’s versatility and richness, in
relation to the ideals as well as the deeper
concerns and phenomena in society and culture.

lst YEAR / 1st SEMESTER

This course focuses on the significance of drawing
as a constitutive agent of creative thinking.
Drawing is approached on the one hand as an
independent poetic element with its own language
and idiosyncrasy, and on the other hand as a
promise and anticipation of what it presents and
is yet to be constructed. From this view, the

The objectives of the course are defined
accordingly, namely: a) to master drawing as a
tool of communication and as a means of observing,
registering, understanding and interpreting what

In addition,
the course aims to cultivate new drawing skills and
paths to expressive freedom, as well as a personal
idiom, while highlighting the inherent potential
of drawing as a technical and intellectual
intermediary for viewing, exploring and producing
new forms and new realities.

Physical and Digital Space 1

This course explores ways of understanding,
conceiving and rendering space in architectural
design. Understanding the technical drawing as a
fundamental language for architecture, this course
mainly attempts to cultivate architectural thinking
through the development of design skills. As a
prerequisite, it seeks to elevate drawing to a
cognitive tool. Drawing is upgraded to a means of
understanding and diagnosing the wider environment
in which we are then called upon to imagine,
design and ultimately realise architectural space.
Sketches, diagrams, 2D (floor plans, sectionms,
elevations) and 3D representations (axonometric,
perspective), are combined to form the main tools
for thinking. Architectural design is perceived
both as analysis through drawings (design:
emergence and communication of spatial qualities),
and as synthesis (design: conception and processing
of spatial qualities), feeding into each other. In
addition to training in representational methods,
also rules and conventions of architectural design
to control the quality, integrity and objectives
of design, emphasis is given on the development

of a personal style, which is also extended to

the corresponding digital techniques. The course
also highlights the importance of architectural
intention in terms of the intermediate gestures,
methods and decisions during the design process.

History of Architecture 2: From the
Ancient World to the Middle Ages

E11i - Antonia Vlachou

lst YEAR / 2w SEMESTER

The aim of this course is to familiarize students
with architecture from the ancient world to the
Middle Ages, with emphasis on the architecture

of the wider Greek area. Architectural creation

is examined in the context of the social and
political structures of each period, in relation
to processes and parameters that have marked
cultural changes and the ways in which these

are recorded in architecture. In the form of an
introductory course, the area initially covered by
the course is the Aegean, Crete and mainland Greece
and, for historical times, the wider territory

of the Greek world. Brief references are also

made to the neighbouring cultures of the Eastern
Mediterranean. The wider area of the Roman world is
then covered. The early Christian era is studied
in both the alleged western and eastern Christian
world. Romanesque and Gothic architecture is
examined mainly in Western Europe, while Byzantine
architecture is examined in the territory of the
Byzantine Empire.

The course focuses on the combination of analog and
digital design tools in two and three dimensions,
as well as on the representational techniques of

an architectural proposal. The knowledge acquired
in the course Physical and Digital Space 1 of

the previous semester sets the starting point

for the studies for this course, which this

time happens exclusively in digital Graphical

User Interfaces (GUI). The exercises developed
during the course aim on the one hand at creative
experimentation and on the other at organizing the
design outcome into presentations with clarity,

by considering issues of information hierarchy,
colour combinations, use of symbols and typographic
elements. The course explores various techniques

of drawing and representation of the architectural
work such as collage, diagram, isometric drawings

The teaching of this course aims to familiarize
students with the scientific and technological
background of the analysis of structures. In
particular, an approach is attempted to the
subject of the two theoretical pillars on which
the treatment of these problems is based,

i.e. a) structural behaviour and b) material
strength. The first branch is a combination of the
principles of mechanics and geometry and has the
objective to show the student the physical and
mathematical framework in which the problems of
static equilibrium of structures are embedded.
The second branch is an important part of the
mechanics of bodies in deformation in the light
of the development of technical theories for the
approximation of the basic forms of stress in
structures. Particular emphasis is given on the
development of computational skills that will
enable the student to deal comprehensively with
problems of structural analysis and to produce
correct results necessary in the design of
buildings.

Architectural Theory 1:
Architectural Paradigms

Nikolas Patsavos

2w YEAR / 3 SEMESTER

The course aims to produce a conceptual and
methodological map of the field of architectural
theory in general and architectural design

theory in particular. It aims, on the one hand,

at a historiographical representation of the
evolution of the theoretical discourse on the
built environment, and on the other, at a thematic
deepening of selected theoretical intersections
within this field, based on contemporary issues.
The course is founded on the premise that the
theory of architecture and architectural design,
regardless of whether it is traditionally provided
as a relatively autonomous field not directly
involved with practice, is nevertheless a
necessary precondition - as well as a product - of
architectural activity. The course develops along
the following axes: a) the gradual intertwining

of the role of teacher-student in terms of who
produces theoretical discourse and who critiques
it; b) the shift in the relationship between
theoretical authority and critical discourse; and
c) the organization of relevant references to the
historical precedents of architectural theory and
practice between the present and the Renaissance.
The two main modules of the course are: a.
Historiography of Theory, b. Critical Themes. The
lectures attempt to demonstrate the relationship
between scientific, philosophical and artistic
reflection. Accordingly, the notion of "paradigm"
is established, either as an epistemological model
of each era, or with reference to the ways of
using the "precedent" and the uniqueness of each
architectural work as a cause for critique, with
possibilities of correlation and adaptation to the
priorities of each architectural practice.

Architectural Design 1:
Strategies and Methods

Carolos Galanos,

2w YEAR / 3 SEMESTER

The subject of the course is the analysis and
design of a house unit. The question of dwelling
is chosen as the predominant architectural problem,
addressing a set of challenges architecture deals
with. Concepts that describe the dwelling in

the general consciousness as "house" or "home"

are charged with primary meanings regarding the
quality of life it supports. Moreover, activities
of habitation such as work, gathering, rest and
recreation that have traditionally defined the
project as a set of everyday activities in the
dwelling are not in every case sufficient to
describe the complexity of meanings contained

in it. The house today is best described as

a microcosm that projects possibilities of
individuality and collectivity through the
renegotiation of the monad with the whole. In this
context, contemporary modes of habitation are
explored through the design of a house as part of
the urban fabric. Emphasis is given on the design
process from the data analysis to the clarification
of goals, intentions, directions of investigation
and methods of resolution. The data describing

the problem are correlated and assessed, setting
the basis upon which subsequent decisions are
developed. In effect, the house is designed in
increasing detail from the initial abstract stages
to the more informed ones, gradually enriching the
solution being proposed.

Architectural Technology 2:
Building Systems and Project Management

Yannis Vlachos

2w YEAR / 3 SEMESTER

Following the corresponding course of the 2nd
semester, this course aims to further familiarize
students with the management of the phases

of an architectural project, with the aim of
linking the courses into an integrated building
technology studio laboratory, in connection with
the subject of architectural design. Along with
the deepening of the solution of the structural
construction of a building and the parameters

of building technology, the course introduces

main principles of Bioclimatic Design, seeking

to combine its principles with the solution of
construction detailing. This studio-based course

is organized in two sections: the 1st SECTION
includes introductions and individual exercises
and the 2ND SECTION the study of a building for
which a reinforced concrete load-bearing structure,
a lightweight composite metal roofing and the
configuration of the interiors are given. The
object of the study is to design the entrance,

the circulation and the main living spaces, also
the ancillary spaces and the typical floors. The
study is completed with the design of the external
envelope and the surrounding area. The design of
individual modules (roof and basement) is completed
with the appropriate detail drawings. The final
task is the overall organization and design of the
project at the level of full-scale construction,
with emphasis on complete drafting and dimensioning
regarding the applicable drawing scales.

Calculation of Structural Frames

Anna Tsoumani

The course is structured according to the
following topics: a) Overview of concepts of linear
structural elements: Symmetry and superposition.
Load transfer in the superstructure. Design

of frames with deformed body consideration.
Kinematic behaviour of the carrier (development of
displacements - torsion). The notion of rigidity
of a frame or a part of a frame structure. b)
Introduction to the analysis of superstructural
frames: Comparison of isostatic and superstructural
frames in terms with regards to the development

of stress and strain quantities. Methods of
solving superstructural frames. Method of forces
and principle of possible works for a degree of
hyperstaticity. Numerical examples of the solution
of (i) beam and (ii) frame. Generalisation of

the method of forces for more unknown forces.

(c) Principles of structural design: Failure and
functional limit states. Permanent, variable, and
coincidental actions in structures. Combinations
of actions. Introduction to seismic design.

Design and analysis of wood, steel and reinforced
concrete structures. In parallel, assignments

of escalating complexity are given for a first
contact with structural design. The topics focus
on the prerequisites for the development of the
mechanisms and processes required in the design of
load-bearing structural systems. Upon successful
completion of the course, students will be able to
use the given tools, integrate relevant knowledge
into the design process and acquire or generate new
knowledge through design.

Modernity (Renaissance - 20th c.)

2w YEAR / 3 SEMESTER

The aim of this course is to familiarize students
with architecture from the 15th century until the
second half of the 20th century. Architectural
creation is examined in the context of the social
and political structures that characterize each
era. Particular emphasis is given on the processes
and parameters that mark cultural changes and the
way in which these are registered in architecture.
Of special interest is the history of international
architecture in the 19th and 20th centuries and
its relationship both to the modern precedents of
the Renaissance and the Enlightenment and to the
context of the 1st and 2nd industrial revolutions
up to the age of networks and the Anthropocene,

in the post-war period. The general approach

is thematic and comparative. A special section

of the course deals with the emergence of the
"international style" and the crisis of modern
architectural movement. The issues under analysis
concern aesthetic preferences and construction
parameters and techniques.

2w YEAR / 3 SEMESTER

The course focuses on the artistic movements

in European art from 1870 to 1939 and the
corresponding trends in the applied arts. These
are examined in relation to changes at the social,
economic, ideological and institutional setting
affecting artistic production. Of interest are

the belle époque, art nouveau and the different
versions in which it was presented in Europe,
symbolism in 19th century art, the conditions in
which modern art emerged and the contribution of
non-European cultures, the impressionists, and the
new social and economic position of the artist,
the role of sculpture in modern art, the post-
impressionist artists, the artistic trends and
avant-gardes of the early 20th century (phobia,
expressionism, cubism, futurism, Russian avant-
garde), dada and surrealism, and the Bauhaus

and the principles of modern architecture and
contemporary design. This knowledge is applied to
understand art and stylistic and institutional
features in contemporary art world. Accordingly,
critique is developed of the identification of
forms with the artistic production of the period in
regions of Europe. These positions are reinforced
by the systematic investigation of sources
concerning the art of the period under scrutiny,
as well as the examination of the institutions of
international exhibitions and contemporary policies
of artistic promotion and trade.

The course introduces experimental methods of
architectural design in analogy to natural
processes of emergent structures and forms of the
ecosystem. The approach employs a research-oriented
agenda in relation to natural and ecological
models of thought. Elements from nature are sought
as sustainable structural and spatial systems,
whose performance is studied through appropriately
devised techniques, with the aim of enriching
architectural thinking with new references, ideas,
patterns, and challenges being reflective of

the present era. The course aims to familiarise
students with contemporary research fields with

a focus on the comparative investigation of
properties and interactions of matter guiding the
production of forms with qualities and behaviours
compatible with the environment in which they
thrive. The experimental character of each phase
from analysis to synthesis unfolds through dynamic
design and simulation processes with analogue and
digital evolutionary models and the corresponding
supporting modes of registering, performance
assessment and overall processing, leading to

the development of prototypes. The course content
is organized along the following axes: a) Nature
as a source of ideas and structural references,

b) Experimental investigations of matter and its
behavioural properties as a source of ideas and
concepts, c) Performative models, iterative and
recursive processes, dynamic design and simulation,
d) Abstract systems in design, e) Topology, non-
cartesian, non-standard geometries, and f) Design
as quasi-scientific research.

Theory of Design 2:
Systemic Approaches

Avrokomi Zavitsanou

2w YEAR / 4m SEMESTER

The course introduces the issue of systematization
of architecture, in response to the intention to
document the design process through structured
steps, also scientific analogies and references.

A systemic approach (as the term has become
prevalent) lends itself to combining a range of
disparate variables that make up the architectural
problem, in so doing gaining more control over

the outcome. In a sense, it supports the design
process from start to end, from the initial data
collection, through processing and production,
integration, and implementation, even after a
project has been completed. Accordingly, strategies
are drawn up to add credibility of the intermediate
phases. First, systematization in architecture
refers to the idea that space and form are linked
to the data of analysis. The view that the building
is a self-referential object is bypassed in favour
of the aspiration that architecture should respond
in a hierarchical and structured manner to the
elements that describe it in terms of clearly
formulated positions. The notion of 'system' in
principle introduces new challenges, while the
terminology, references, and processing techniques
it is commonly associated with lead to the
development of complex intellectual and practical
references to design often beyond the field of
architecture. The focus is on the adaptation of
systemic models into architecture in order to
enrich discourse with novel objectives and modes
of work, as it aligns with current challenges with
broader socio-humanistic significance.

Contemporary Methods of Design and
Production (Dynamic Simulation, CNC
Fabrication, Prototyping)

The course aims to familiarize students with the
management of the stages of a complete prototype
manufacturing by adopting contemporary design and
production methods and incorporating principles

of dynamic simulation, knowledge of machine tool
programming (CNC) and analysis of prototyping
methods. The course is a continuation of the
Architectural Technology 1 and 2 courses with the
aim of organically connecting the three courses
into an integrated building technology studio
laboratory. The educational objective of the
course is to deepen into the design and production
of prototype structures and the features of the
related technologies as an integral part of
architectural thinking. The course is organized

in two studio sections. The 1st SECTION includes
lectures and group exercises as well as the
processing of a semester-long studio exercise for
the design and fabrication of a prototype, with
design software and machine tools. The 2nd SECTION
includes learning parametric design software (Rhino
3D), through exercises and the corresponding
tutorials and machine tool software (CNC, laser
cutter, 3D printers) and in general familiarization
with the synergistic relationship between them
(CAD-CAM) .

It further aims to
understand the historicity of architectural forms
and structures; the knowledge of historical changes
and the influences of building methods on typology
and form; the concept of locality as it has been
witnessed and applied in traditional societies

and then interpreted based on modern evaluation
frameworks and understanding; the critical attitude
towards the historiography of architecture and art
of recent decades, and; the overall perception of
the diverse trends and views in the context of the
globalized economic models of the recent decades.

Art History, Theory & Criticism 2:
Modern and Contemporary Art

Areti Adamopoulou

2w YEAR / 4m SEMESTER

The course focuses on artistic currents in Europe
and the USA after 1945 and internationally, from
1990 onwards. It analyzes the international
changes at the social, economic, ideological and
institutional level concerning artistic production.
Importance is given to the question of pre- and
post-WWII abstraction, mainly through abstract
expressionism, its role in the persistent US
cultural penetration in Europe, and the versions
that abstraction took on there. Following this,

Pop art in Europe and the USA is studied, as

well as other trends of the 1950s-1960s such as
nouveau realisme, assemblage, eat art, spazialismo,
gutai group and so on. Accordingly, the limits

of what ended up constituting an artwork today

are explored through concepts such as Fluxus,
Wiener Aktiongruppe, environments, installations,
happenings and performances. In parallel, the
course discusses the movement in the "traditional"
form of the work of art after the war (kinetic art,
op art), the appearance of minimalism, conceptual
art and digital art, as well as the evolution

of sculpture and the plastic arts. The thematic
concludes with a quest for the changes in the
modes of artistic production, display and trading,
the expansion of their circulation and the new
institutions from the 1970s until the end of the
20th century, through the evolving conditions of
the globalized market.

Architecture and Landscape:
Sustainable Design and Management

Avrokomi Zavitsanou

2w YEAR / 4m SEMESTER

The course offers students the theoretical

and design tools for understanding the complex
morphological, structural and functional -
ecosystemic importance of the landscape, from the
geophysical relief, the geological background and
the climatic characteristics, to the elements

of the flora, fauna and of man-made cultural
constructions, as key parameters in a up-to-

date strategy of ecological architectural design
and sustainable environmental management. It is
articulated upon three methodological axes: a)

the identification, analysis and familiarization
with basic concepts concerning the science and
philosophy of ecology, b) the correlation of these
concepts with contemporary issues of Architecture
and Urban Planning and c) the practical application
of this knowledge through design themes. The
objective is to introduce the principles of
Landscape Architecture, recognizing the types and
qualities of planting, the soil, water surfaces,
movement routes, etc. In addition, Landscape
Architecture is introduced as a current trend that
treats buildings as natural tropes - "landscape"
formations, with envelopes that attempt to
establish an organic continuity with the natural
setting. Accordingly, the term "Ladscape Urbanism"
focuses on the openair urban space at all scales,
through proposals that aim towards viable -
sustainable management of environmental parameters
and the delivery of spaces of high functional and
aesthetic value. Finally, an attempt is made to
introduce compound concepts such as d) Agriculture
- Permaculture, Agroecology - Agroforestry and
Regenerative Polyculture.

Housing and Urban Dynamics

I YEAR / S SEMESTER

The course introduces issues of urbanity and
architecture from a sustainable perspective.
Starting from collective habitation in an urban
area, the everyday activities are reconnected

to the network of heterogeneous urban phenomena.
Dwelling is approached in terms of new possible
relations between the individual and the society,
in close reference to the qualities of place,
including the gradations of its social structures
and its public and open space character. Emphasis
is placed on nature as a constructive element,
which dynamically reclaims its presence in the
city. The issue of collective habitation in the
city raises aspects and effects with regards

to politics, society, economy, the natural
environment, the regulatory framework and the
identity of an area. First, experimental methods
are introduced to register a range of active
components that contribute to the shaping of
everyday urban experience. Established practices
of systematizing urban and architectural design
are examined with regards to ecological, cultural
and social sustainability and resilience,

also alongside various spatial qualities and
scales, above all with regards to the citizen’s
relationship with the city. Priorities regarding
work, socialisation, recreation, and commerce
respond to hybrid scenarios through which human-
made actions are reconnected programmatically, as
well as with nature. In effect, human and natural
ecosystems are linked together with regards to
comprehensive intentions and principles about
design decisions applicable across all sizes. A new
eco-socially sensitive consciousness about design
is being promoted, often leading to bold, but
feasible solutions in response to current anxieties
and aspirations.

Theory 3:
Housing and Urban Dynamics

Nikolas Patsavos

I YEAR / S SEMESTER

@

The course aims to produce a conceptual and
methodological map of the relationship of dwelling
with the development and evolution of human
settlements. It proposes an innovative method of
thinking about the city that integrates, beyond

the intentions and formulations of the designers
and the bodies commissioning the projects, the
different perspectives of separate stakeholders who
claim their own authority in the same urban space.
Therefore, this method provides a way of analyzing
existing studies, and a model of thought applicable
in new studies. The course adopts a complex
structure that develops along the following axes:
a) the gradual intertwining of the role of teacher-
student in terms of who produces theoretical
discourse and who critiques it; b) the shift in

the relationship between theoretical authority and
critical discourse; and c) the organization of
relevant references to contemporary and historical
precedents. In analogy, a problem of theory

is approached exploratorily through analysis,
interpretation and meaning of content, by a broader
axis. Through this route, different frameworks for
reading and understanding meaning and methods of
intervention in the city are activated, so that the
intentions are translated according to interpretive
parameters adapted to the respective implementation
context. Emphasis is also given on the development
of a rationale in appropriate ways, as well as

the epistemological (theoretical and practical)
classification of an approach. Finally, the modes

of interconnecting architectural and urban design
and the production of housing are linked to their
effects on the physiognomy of the residential
environment.

The course focuses on the city, its history,

and theoretical approaches to the phenomenon

of habitation and the built environment. It
examines the historical and theoretical context

Finally, the course
emphasizes on issues of modern urban planning,
with reference to challenges, intervention tools,
and possibilities for its development. The course
is developed along the following axes: a) The
presentation of stimuli in the form of lectures,

presentations, observations, and research findings
by students on topics related to the city and urban
planning.

While design and implementation technology are
evolving at a fast pace, the same is not true of
the rules governing the production of architectural
work. Institutions and legislation are lagging,
not necessarily without justification, but with

the result that many practices appear outdated,
both technically and socially. Urban planning
legislation sets significant commitments that

have a direct impact on the form of individual
structures and the city as a whole. The General
Building Regulations were established on the basis
of social needs, ideological approaches, know-how
and political choices. The dynamics, the change
over time, of these parameters has brought about
revisions, improvements and complications. The
institutionalized concepts of basement, semi-
outdoor space, or roof, trouble us much more

than the architectural problem itself. One could
argue that the "practical training" replaces the
necessity of the course. Besides, the production
of architectural work is carried out in its vast
majority by "non-famous" engineers and, as the
"practical training" of graduates takes place in
small offices, and under the pressure of everyday
work, the reflective approach degenerates into

an expression of dissatisfaction with the public
services and clients. The course aims to understand
the real data, processes and implementation actions
of the built environment. The new graduates will
develop a critical and sober perspective, which
will, on the one hand, allow them to meet the
demands of the profession and, on the other, to
explore ways to reshape the Regulations of our
future.

Learning and dominating
vocabulary of their field enables the students to
understand and critically analyze specialized texts
and articles, follow lectures in architecture in
English, study and use foreign language literature,
apply academic techniques for writing essay
assignments, participate in discussions related to
their subject in English and use their knowledge

in developing and presenting thesis projects and
publishing articles.

Architectural & Urban Design 2:
Public Building and Urban Phenomena

The course explores the relationship between
architecture and urbanity through the study

of the public building as a trigger of urban
phenomena, social expression and collective action.
Accordingly, it deepens our understanding of urban
experience, placing architecture in the broader
context of urban transformations. In addition,

it covers the dynamic interplay between the
structural, functional and symbolic dimensions

of the public building and the complex web of
social, cultural, economic and environmental

forces that characterise the urban environment.

The relationship between the public building and
the urban fabric raises issues of social and
cultural identity of space, the political economy
of the city, gradients of sociality, public-
private relations, collective consciousness and
quality of urban life. Emphasis is placed on the
sustainability and resilience of a combined human
and natural environment as a key prerequisite

for the sustainability of a shared ecosystem
between them. An interdisciplinary approach to
urban phenomena is proposed, linking architectural
practice with the humanities, sociology and
geography. Through a combination of theory,
critical analysis of design principles and examples
and hands-on workshops, architectural and urban
conditions are interpreted and evaluated so that to
experimentally develop innovative solutions for the
urban milieu from a contemporary perspective.

The subject matter of the course is structured
around the fundamental questions "what", "where",
"how" and "why". In light of these questions, and
through a series of assignments of escalating
challenges, students are asked to make three in
situ/site-specific interventions to explore issues
of interpretation, gesture, meaning - form and
content - materiality, colour, texture, scale,
physicality, narrativity, representation, research,
method, process, contextuality, intertextuality,
and communication, and to reflect on the conceptual
parameters as well as the formal, phenomenological,
tactile and aesthetic qualities of visual
installations and interventions. Within the

course, priority is given to thinking, but not
necessarily to the acquisition of skills. It is
stressed, however, that this thinking is hardly
constituted outside the workshop and the "open
field" within which the gaze of the "visual artist"
is formed and that of the architect is enriched or
redefined, where the physical (manual) friction with
the issue at hand raises not only the practical,
but also the theoretical problems and ideas that
potentially underpin it, and where personal desire,
experimentation, success, and accident intertwine
with historical reference and contemporary visual,
environmental and cultural conditions.

Theory 4:

Architecture of the Public Sphere

Andreas Nikolovgenis

I YEAR / Em SEMESTER

The course presents the "architecture of the
public sphere" as a complex architectural issue,
which is enriched by the social, economic,
political, philosophical and technological data
understood as the context in which architecture

is produced. The public sphere is approached
through speculations about the city, compared with
fundamental works by architects that were active
from the early and mainly during the second half
of the 20th century. At the same time, texts by
philosophers and literary critics covering the
same period are analysed and commented on, and
correlated with significant architectural projects,
built ones and ones that remained on-paper, that
shaped the intellect of the era. Through this
pathway, architectural creativity is understood

as a mediated phenomenon, while in this regards

it is understood how the transformations of the
twentieth century fed the related discourse on
architecture and the city. Correspondingly, several
architectural concepts are clarified as they are
related to corresponding architectural projects and
studies.

Professional Practice 2:
Project Organisation and Management

Angelos Papageorgiou

I YEAR / Em SEMESTER

A common observation of graduates, at the beginning
of their professional activity, is the difference
between architectural education and reality. A
phenomenon of hinderance in the introduction of new
trends may be noticed at intervals of a decade:
from ideological approach to academic teaching

and finally to institutionalized practice. The
modern Greek apartment building and the Greek
"maisonette" are almost the exclusive concern of
the New Building Code, resulting in a dead-end
reproduction of urban development. At the same
time, the Building Regulations and especially the
Morphological Regulations have led to the formation
of a hybrid type of 'integrated' building, which

is 'consistent' with the built environment of other
'integrated' buildings and therefore constitutes

a type. The protection and enforcement bodies for
the Regulations are the Ministry of Environment and
the Ministry of Culture, which usually complicates
matters. Each body overemphasizes aesthetic and
environmental sensitivity, with cost/benefit issues
being pushed aside. But these are issues that

have been of long-standing concern to the funder

or employer of a project, private or public, and
respond to major responsibilities for the engineer.
To meet the above challenge, the course aims to
provide a quantified, calm and responsible approach
to design in both the office and site environment.

This course is an introduction to BIM (Building
Information Modeling) technology as a contemporary
process for the implementation of infrastructure
projects (design, management, construction,
operation) also combined with other digital

tools and applications. BIM consists of a set

of processes in a properly organized digital
environment, in which different technologies and
methodologies are used to carry out tasks for
architectural projects. With these processes, it
is possible to achieve a) the organization and
digital recording of the design, construction and
operation elements of the project in question,

b) the development of a database that contributes
to the optimal design, smooth operation and
successful implementation of all construction
phases, and c) the collaboration, concurrent
interaction, synchronization and automatic
updating of those involved (architects, engineers,
designers, builders, etc.). Accordingly, the course
introduces the relevant software and the ways in
which disparate data and involved specializations
collaborate with each other during the design and
construction of an architectural project.

The studio explores architectural design
challenges involving buildings or complexes

with intricate programmatic demands. Through
lectures, presentations, and iterative exercises
culminating in the primary design project, the
course investigates the interplay of social,
functional, and technical factors in architecture.
It emphasizes the building's role within both the
urban fabric and the natural environment. Central
to the studio is an exploration of habitation,
cohabitation, and the evolving dynamics of social
interaction. These themes are framed within the
fluid and contested conditions of urban and peri-
urban coexistence. The studio positions the
building as both a receptor of these conditions
and an active agent in shaping site identity. A
series of interpretive and design exercises focus
on how architecture mediates its relationship to
context, examining strategies for environmental
integration and site-specific responsiveness.

The students engage in rigorous research on the
intervention site, analyzing its existing spatial
and infrastructural conditions. This analytical
groundwork informs their design proposals, which
address critical social dimensions while fostering
creative, context-sensitive solutions. Through this
process, the students are challenged to synthesize
technical rigor with conceptual depth, developing
a critical perspective on architecture’s role in
contemporary urban life.

‘Almost’ Architecture: Dynamic Interaction of Urban
Phenomena. Advanced computational approaches to
architectural design usually focus on quantitative,
i.e. measurable, data inputs. However, information
that concerns an architectural problem is not
always equally measurable. For example, physical
and social phenomena are often described in
approximate terms, as their long-term influences
and consequences are debatable or even unclear,
with predictions consisting of rather estimates
than firm positions. In response, this advanced
design research studio seeks to explore the limits
of synergy between the subject of architectural
design and the methods and tools it uses especially
during the initial phases of ideation. Specifically,
it seeks combinatorial modes of critical inquiry
through experimental applications of drawing,
physical model making and computing that are
supportive of creative thinking. Semi-automated
methods of data input/output through dynamic
simulation tools are introduced. Such data are
often of interdisciplinary origin, registered

by 'fuzzy' and intuitive, not fully controlled
processes. The approach is tested over an urban
and/or architectural design problem of increased
complexity as set during analysis, whose complex
parameters are then activated in dynamic working
platforms - digital and analogue ones - in search
of new ideas. These experimentations are used define
the concept and the main compositional principles
of a project, as unexpected, unconventional but
highly innovative directions to design.

Hellenic & Mediterranean Landscape

Malvina Apostolou

4m YEAR / 7w SEMESTER

This course examines the Mediterranean and the
Greek landscape in the context of the synergy

of natural and anthropogenic parameters with
regards to its physiognomy, its formation and
transformation over time. The landscape will be
recognized as a network of relations, which will
become a potential tool of spatial organization
and synthesis, leading to systems that reinterpret
the identity of the Greek and Mediterranean
landscape through interdisciplinary fields. The
Mediterranean landscape is a complex, changing,
fragile and multifaceted palimpsest system shaped
by millennia of interactions between natural

and human forces. It is characterised by its
topography, terrain, biodiversity, cultural
heritage and socio-political dynamics. However, it
faces alarming challenges due to climate change,
urban sprawl, demands for housing, energy shortage,
socio-economic inequalities, refugee crises and
conflicts, etc. Through emerging correlations of
these pressures, potential futures are projected
under which Mediterranean cities are reshaped

in relation to the landscape in which they are
developed. In respect, the course undertakes a
comparative study of relevant references in search
of new potential futures of the Mediterranean
landscape. The considerations involve landscapes
in crisis, extreme dystopian scenarios, landscapes
of mutation and decay, resulting from relational
conflicts between natural and anthropogenic
systems. The employed references assist to
establish new principles and methods of landscape
architectural design adapted to the specific Greek
and Mediterranean context. A hands-on pedagogical
approach of the course encourages experimental
testing of new ideas through design studio
exercises.

City and Public Space

4m YEAR / 7w SEMESTER

The course focuses on the study and reflection on
the significance, the symbolism, the identity, the
everyday use, and the processes involved in the
formation of free public spaces in contemporary
cities. The scale of the course transcends that
of architectural design and emphasizes on the
processes that take place in the unbuilt, open
spaces of the city - the public urban space

- which serves as a receptor for its internal
functions. The course cultivates the ability to
interpret public space at the multiple levels of
its realization and encourages critical design
interventions within it. It also introduces the
concept of landscape and its various manifestations
(natural, urban, cultural, historical, etc.)

urban planning, and more. Emphasis is placed on
the processes that occur within public space,
which emerge from or shape the daily lives of its
users. Last but not least, the course examines the
transformations of public space over time and the
factors that influence them.

character, an individual building with particular
monumental characteristics, a proposal for reuse
and extension-addition).

of 'myth', 'legend', 'folk song' or 'religious
doctrine' in the history of human creativity.

The aim of the course is to cultivate students'
critical thinking on the conceptual schemes of
mythoplasm and its transfer/translation in the field
of contemporary culture, in order to reinterpret
them in the context of contemporary architectural
and artistic experience. In addition, the course
aims to develop skills in terms of the use of
different expressive media and the intersection of
anthropological approaches, artistic processes and
design practices. Such a perspective invokes new
ways of thinking, also methodologies of research
and artistic creation, new historical approaches
and narratives, resulting in the emergence of

other forms of knowledge and a kind of "cultural
geology", which gradually constitute an extended
interdisciplinary horizon and processes that enrich
the conceptual toolbox of the new architect.

4m YEAR / 8w SEMESTER

This course delves into the art of architectural
representation, spatial depiction, and the

creative processes that drive the formation of
ideas. Students are challenged to engage in a
dynamic dialogue between their own interpretations
and selected works of art, concepts, or ideas,
which act as catalysts for experimentation. Each
exercise begins with a point of provocation—a

work or concept—sparking exploration through
diverse representational media. Observing and
interpreting these triggers collectively, students
navigate the intersection of artistic disciplines,
layering their personal references to craft unique
architectural responses. The workshop becomes a
space for critical exchange and iterative creation,
where participants explore how ideas transform
through discussion, how form emerges from dialogue,
and how architecture evolves as a communicative
act. The culmination of each exercise is a shared
presentation, where students’ interpretations

are unveiled and, when possible, presented to

the creators of the original works themselves.
These moments are enriched by brief lectures from
the creators, who trace their own processes from
inception to completion, fostering an inspiring
feedback loop. Ultimately, the course becomes

a platform for experimental thinking, where
architecture is less a product and more a process—a
living dialogue between idea, representation, and
critique.

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Theory 6:
Theory of Architectural Design

Nikolaos Patsavos,
Yorgos Rimenidis

The course attempts a systematic as well as 'open'
mapping of current strategies in architecture and
art that emphasize the expansion of aesthetic
categories upon which the perception, critique
and creation of form are being organised. The
concept of form is central to our value system,

so it is necessary to understand its boundaries
and the conditions that shaped it. Such a critique
could broaden the horizons of current poetics.

To this endeavour, the course is assisted by
several theoretical texts of diverse origins
(psychoanalysis, philosophy, art history, biology,
mathematics, etc.). The aim is the dynamic
critical processing, interpretation and use of
the sources rather than the passive reproduction
of their 'authority.' At the same time, a careful
and responsible approach to these texts becomes
critical. The course is organised on the basis of
these texts, while the activation of the student
potential is an essential component of its success.
The above is achieved in the following way: Each
week the discussion is related to specific texts
from the course bibliography. All participants

are properly prepared by studying the specific and
possibly other texts of their choice. Each week's
discussions are moderated by a students’ team
(2-4 people) who take on: a) to study thoroughly
and present the text they have been assigned,

b) to coordinate its collective elaboration by
asking questions, and (c) to present relevant
architectural and/or artistic works (reference
works) .

Structural Behaviour of Materials

Anna Tsoumani

4m YEAR / 8w SEMESTER

(For 4th And Previous Year Students Only)

This course aims to educate students on issues
related to engineering analysis and design
components of structures under static loads and
thus acquire an understanding of the structural
design, constructional and engineering problems
associated with the design of buildings. Objectives
of the course is to introduce students to the
analysis and design of structural elements helping
them to learn the basic tools needed to understand
structures as a whole, as well as the elements

that make up a structure. The relationship between
form and structure is examined in order to provide
a more complete understanding of the design and
construction process and the related technologies
(structural, constructional). In particular, the
general types of structures are considered first
(classifications, primary structural units), loads
(static and dynamic) and fundamental structural
phenomena (stresses and deflections) providing an
understanding of how structures stretch, bend and
deform in order to carry loads to the ground. Basic
concepts and principles of static, are given such
as force and moments, resolution and composition
of forces, rigid body equilibrium. The course
continues with the analysis of simple statically
determinate structures (trusses, beams, frames) and
isostatic linear structures.

Post-War Utopias

4m YEAR / 8w SEMESTER

This course investigates the way cities and

urban planning processes have evolved, reflecting
futuristic scenarios of the past offered by
post-war utopias. In 1958, by re-activating the
futurist and expressionist visions of the early
period of the 20th century, the architects of

the time accelerated the end of modernism, which
was smoothly and silently replaced by the new
"contemporary" spirit. Through lectures and
exercises, this course aims to study often extreme
or even dogmatic approaches of that period that
influenced modernism and installed the ideal of
the excessive consumption, the mannerism and

the imaginary of the current lifestyle and the
dominance of media in the everyday life of the
metropolitan citizen. The course focuses on how
these architectural approaches of the past,

which operated within both utopian and counter-
utopian frameworks, subsequently shaped the urban
environment of the contemporary city. Students
are asked to study similar approaches, also to
understand their conceptual dimension and their
sources of inspiration. Overall, it is understood
that the utopias of that period had a significant
impact on the cities we live in today.

Successful completion of this course consists

of a main requirement for the completion of the
Architectural Engineering degree. Completion
certifies the student's ability to conduct scientific
(non-design) research of sufficient originality.
Thus, the course aims to systematically familiarise
students with scientific study, writing and
conducting research. It introduces research in
general as innovative production of new knowledge,
and specifically, in the diverse directions of
design, as substantial rearrangement of given
knowledge. It comments on the epistemological
specificity of architecture between science and
art, between science and humanities, and the
resulting multiplicity of potential approaches
and research possibilities. It introduces the
methodology of conducting scientific research
(identifying and processing literature, posing
the research question, defining and developing

the method, conducting research by collecting and
producing data, formulating the text, writing and
drawing conclusions and/or otherwise presenting
the findings. Different research methods are
applied (literature review, archival material
research, field observation and recording, mapping,
diagramming, interviews, visual analysis, etc.).
Issues of interdisciplinarity are addressed with
reference to ethical issues and good practice

in research. The Research Project is the result
of a close collaboration between the student and
the professor, which escalates from the initial
identification of the field of research, then the
topic, to the completion of the output through
several regular meetings and exchange views.
Accordingly, the appropriate method of conducting
the research, processing data and presenting the
conclusions is established. The deliverable is

a research paper and presentation of sufficient
originality on a topic of the student's choice.

The course is a study of design on the total
knowledge and skills in design acquired so

far, moving in a wide field of decisions with
social, economic and cultural consequences.
Correspondingly, issues of awareness are cultivated
in terms of the student's experience in design

that define architectural practice in general
concerning conceptual, functional, aesthetic,
technical, economic, construction and environmental
challenges. This awareness develops between the
architect's desire and strategic choices to
successfully respond to a complex design problem.
The size range for this topic raises issues

capable of affecting a large part of an urban
complex, as they negotiate with and reformulate
priorities of perception and identity of the city
itself. The subject is set in the context of the
design of infrastructure with specific programmatic
requirements, such as health facilities or
passenger stations, as nodes or end points of all
kinds of networks. These networks are dual-function
facilities, serving users as individuals or groups
on the one hand, and transit infrastructure and
means of transport on the other. In addition to
solving a complex functional program, the siting
of these facilities reestablishes the architect

at the core of strategic decision-making for the
transformation of the city.

Successful defense of the Thesis project is the
major requirement for the Architectural Engineering
professional (integrated bachelor and master’s)
degree. The Thesis certifies the student's ability
to practice architecture as a designer at a
sufficiently high level of complexity and depth and
to conduct work with originality. It is the final
compositional subject of a design research nature
of the architectural curriculum. The topic falls
within any of the School's areas of focus and
certifies the completion of the student's analytical
and compositional, also scientific and artistic,
skills. It demonstrates his/her ability to
identify the essence of the challenges associated
with architectural practice today, concerning

any scale, scope, and context of intervention
(geographical, social, technological, cultural,
etc.), to solve complex problems on the basis of
clearly set criteria by combining elements from
various disciplines, and to produce work with

a demonstrated awareness of its influence. The
Thesis is the result of a close collaboration
between the student and the professor, escalating
from the initial identification of the topic to

the completion of the study through persistent
individual meetings and exchange views. The method
and process of approach follow the structure of
main design studio courses, but the topics may
vary as they are also enriched by the specific
requirements of each case.
